
Lesson plan: 

Sunflower

Activity

1. Listen to the song or watch the video for Sunflower from David Gibb’s 
album Rolling Down The Road. Print the lyrics sing and along with the song. 

2. Read the lyrics out loud to the class. As a 
group, see how many things the class can name 
that you would find in a garden. 

3. By themselves or in groups of 3, get the 
children to imagine that they are going 
to design their own garden. What would 
they put in their garden? Would there be 
fountains? What flowers would there be? What 
animals would there be?

4. Get the children to draw and design their garden. 

Key skills:

• Singing
• Writing
• Examining 
• Recalling

Extension Activities

1. Using craft and junk materials ask the children to create a model of their 
garden. This could also be done as a class with each child making a different 
flower, or object for the garden. 

2. Get the children to try writing their own lyrics about their garden. You can 
either use David’s tune, or come with a tune of your very own!
